mare than anything by AG/DC,
and like the Cult's take on hard
rock, the Thioves perform it with
style. They're not obsessed with
heaviness — at least not on the
album — though every song has
an appealing, textured depth
and they all have legitimate
hooks. There's a psychedelic
edge to the band as well, most
pronounced on the ballad "My
Old Mind* and "It Still Goes
On,” which has a *Champagne
Suparnova®like outro. Brothers
Hal and Sam Stokes — guitar and
bass, respectively — and drummaer
Jamie Dawson clearly love thair
old records, but they aren't
trapped by them. Call chub for
cover.
